SCORER
1.
Will take names of all contestants.
2.
Maximum 2 participants per team allowed in 6th grade and 3 participants are allowed in 7th and 8th grade.
3.     Athletes will be given 2 practice jumps at their designated starting height.
4.     Will call competitors as, "Brown up...Smith on deck...Jones in the hole."

5.
Will mark whether a contestant passes, succeeds, or fails for each jump at each height.  Successes marked with a "0" and misses with an "X".

6.
Will allow a maximum of three misses at the same height before elimination of each individual contestant from the competition.

7.
Will give jumpers two minutes from the time they reach their approach to complete a jump.  If the jumper has failed to jump in this time, scorer will notify contestant that they are charged with a failure.

8.
Will break ties as follows:  a) least misses at last height cleared;  b) least total misses.  If still tied, bar will be moved to previous height cleared for one jump.  If both clear the jump, it will be considered a tie.  If both miss the jump, one more jump will be taken by each contestant.  If both either make or miss this 2nd jump the competition will be deemed a tie.

PIT JUDGE
1.
Will see that high jump bar has same face forward and same surface up each time the bar is repositioned.

2.
Will position landing pit for safety of each jumper.

3.
Will insure that high jumper leaps with one foot only.

4.
Will monitor any possible distractions from running events.

6th Grade:
Boys 3'6"
Girls 3'6"

7th Grade:
Boys 4'2"
Girls 3'8"

8th Grade:
Boys 4'6"
Girls 3’10"

(Bar will be raised in one inch increments)

SPECIAL NOTE:  The 7th and 8th graders are not to begin their jumps until the bar has been raised to the starting minimum height for those grades.
