Kickball League Rules

Team Rosters:
1. Teams will be required to submit Team Rosters prior to the conclusion of the FINAL GAME OF THE NIGHT OF WEEK THREE INCLUDING FINAL ADDITIONS. ROSTERS ARE CLOSED BEYOND WEEK THREE.  NO CHANGES

2. During the Playoffs Team Rosters will be made Available in the event of a Protest.

3. The team filing a Protest must pay a $20 protest fee to the head umpire on their field. The fee is refundable if the protest is won. If the protest is lost, fee is retained by the head umpire. 

4. If an Illegal Player Protest is Filed; Protested Player Must Present a State Approved Photo I.D.

5. Players are not allowed to be on Multiple Team Rosters. 

League Play:
Kickball General Rules
a. Must use furnished Kickballs  
b. Regulation game is 55 minutes or 6 innings

c. Game time is forfeit time

d. Games ending in a tie will be recorded as such. Tie-breakers will only be used during playoff games
e. The official kickball shall be a seamless, pebble-grain surfaced ball, approximately eight inches in diameter. The center of the ball may contain air only.

f. Each team is allowed 2 one-minute timeouts per game.

g. The legal tag area will be from the shoulder and below. If the ball is thrown, it must be below the waistline.

h. Stealing bases and leadoffs are not allowed.

i. Blood Rule: Any participant, including players and/or umpires, who is bleeding or who has an open wound shall be prohibited from participating further in the game until the bleeding is stopped and the wound is covered.

j. Catcher may be male or female

k. Substitutions:

i. Players that are injured may have a substitute (same sex only) while kicking or running only once. If they have to be substituted again wile kicking or running, they can no longer play defense. 

ii. Only same sex substitutions will be allowed.

l. If a defensive player bobble a ball before it is caught, the runner on base no longer hast to wait to tag up, IF THEY ARE ALREADY STANDING ON THE BASE. It is best to have your runner stay on the base until contact is made by the defensive player, OTHERWISE THEY WILL HAVE TO GO BACK TO TAG UP.  
Pitching
a. Pitches must be made at a moderate speed

b. The pitcher shall take position in the pitcher’s box.
c. Pitcher must deliver the ball with one hand, releasing the top of the ball below his waist toward home plate. A violation of this will be called a ball.
d. The pitcher must remain in the pitcher’s box until the ball leaves their hand. A violation of this will be a ball called.
e. A strike is called by the umpire:

i. When a legal pitch first touches the ground at least once in fair territory and any part of the ball enter any part of the strike zone, at a height such that the top of the ball is not higher than the bottom of the kicker’s knee. The ball must clear the kicker’s circle.

ii. When a legally pitched ball is kicked at and missed by the kicker or the kicker’s attacking leg misses the ball and the ball hits the kicker’s other leg.

iii. Foul tip, except on the third strike. On the third strike it will be an out.

iv. For each foul ball not caught when the kicker has less than two strikes.
f. A ball is called by the umpire:
i. For each pitched ball, which does not enter the strike zone and is not struck at by the kicker.
ii. When a pitched ball bounces over home plate at a height that the top of the ball is higher than the bottom of the kicker’s knee and is not struck at by the kicker.
iii. For each pitched ball, which does not first touch in fair territory and is not struck at by the kicker.
iv. For each illegal pitch
v. For each pitched ball, which does not clear the kicker’s circle
g. A no pitch shall be declared when:
i. The pitcher pitches during a suspension of play.
ii. The ball slips from the pitcher’s hand during her swing back.
iii. The pitcher pitches a quick return pitch.
iv. The pitcher pitches before the umpire calls for the pitch.
Kicking

a. The kicker shall take position in the kicker’s circle with 20 seconds after the umpire has called “Kicker Up”. The kicker shall not leave the kicker’s circle once the pitcher has begun the windup.

b. The kicker is out when:

i. A third strike is called.

ii. Kicker leaves the kicker’s circle during a pitch and attempts to kick at the ball or kicks the ball. If he/she leaves the circle and does NOT attempt to kick the ball he/she will have either a ball or strike called against him/her.

iii. A foul tip is legally caught on the third strike.

iv. He/She does not enter the kicker’s box within 20 seconds of the umpire calling “kicker up”.

v. He/She interferes with the catcher’s ability to make a play.

vi. He/She steps on the plate

c. The kicker becomes a runner when:

i. Ball four is called.

ii. An infielder interferes with the pitch.

iii. A legal kick has taken place and they reach base.

d. A legally kicked ball is fair when:

i. Ball settles on or is touched by a fielder or umpire while on or over fair territory. A fly ball must be judged according to the position of the ball and the foul line at the instant it is touched, not the position of the fielder.

ii. It is on or over fair territory when bounding past the infield.

iii. It first touches the white part of first, second, or third base.

iv. It first touches on fair territory beyond first or third base.

e. The kicker/runner is out when:

i. He/She interferes with the catcher’s ability to make a play.

ii. He/She touches his/her own kicked fair ball, while he/she is in fair territory before it touches a fielder.

iii. Player is declared out for interference while running to first base.

iv. A kicked fly ball, fair or foul, is legally caught before it touches the ground or any object.

v. While running to first, player is tagged or hit with the ball before reaching first base.

vi. A kicked fly ball to the catcher is caught. The ball must have reached a height above the head of the kicker.
vii. When player leaves the playing field. Player cannot return back to a base.

viii. Infield Fly Rule is in effect. 

1. There must be less than two outs in the inning

2. There must be a force play at third base or home plate

3. There is a good chance that an infielder wil catch the fly ball

4. Infield fly does not have to be caught for kicker to be out. Runners have option of running to the next base or staying on the base they were on. 

f. No bunting is allowed.

Strikes

a. If a ball hits the plate and is not bouncing, it’s a strike
b. A count of three strikes is an out

c. An attempted kick missed by a kicker is a strike

d. The first foul ball is a strike, your second foul is a courtesy foul

e. If there is a strike called before your first foul ball, the first foul ball becomes a courtesy foul instead

Balls

a. A count of four balls will advance the kicker to first base

b. A ball is a pitch outside the strike zone as judged by umpire or a pitch that does not reach a grounded roll before it enters the kicking box 

Fairs and Fouls

a. Runners on base mad advance at their own risk to the next base after a foul ball is caught

b. A foul ball is 

a. A ball kicked and landing in foul territory
b. A kicked ball landing in fair territory, but rolls or lands in foul territory before reaching 1st or 3rd base

c. A kick made one or above the knee

c. A fair ball is

a. A kicked ball landing and remaining in fair territory

b. A kicked ball landing in fair territory, but travels to foul territory after passing 1st or 3rd base

Imaginary Lines

a. There is an imaginary line that goes from 1st base through the pitchers mound to 3rd base. No player can cross this line prior to the ball being kicked. 

Co-ed Division
a. Five male and five female players must be in the lineup at all times. Any five males and any five females must play defense. Exception: A minimum of 9 players can start a came. However, there must always be five female players in the lineup. And out shall be declared for the 10th position of the lineup at any time before the end of the game. That added player must be male. At no point are more males than females allowed in the lineup. 
b. Co-Ed Teams will consist of (5) Males/ (5) Females or (6) Males / (6) Females batting in alternating positions. Four (4) Females Four (4) Males are required to start the game. An out  will be taken for the missing Male or Female  player. Team playing short-handed must have at least one of the opposite sex in the out-field. 

Alcohol:

1) Absolutely NO ALCOHOL will be allowed in the dugouts or on the fields
a. If a player is found drinking alcohol inside the dugout that player will be ejected from that game. Further consequences will be at the discretion of the umpires and/or league director. 
2)   NO GLASS CONTAINERS! Anyone found with glass containers at the MacLean Park facility will be 
subject to a $500 fine!
Picking Up Players
1) Pickup players will NOT be allowed during end-of -season tournaments. NO EXCEPTIONS
2) No more than three (3) pick up players will be allowed per team, per night. 
3) Any addition of new permanent players (not pick up players) must be made prior to game time. The player must submit an ADD PLAYER FORM to the Recreation Center before 3pm on game day. NO PLAYERS MAY BE ADDED FOLLOWING THE REGULAR SEASON.

a. If the added player is a former member of another team, the player must submit a RELEASE FORM to The Recreation Center-Lake Jackson along with the ADD PLAYER form. Copies of these forms may be requested at the Recreation Center.

b. Current copies of each team roster will be available at the field during games.  In the event of a roster appeal, umpires will resort to the roster on file.  Teams found to play with individuals not currently on the roster may be subject to forfeiture.  
Conduct:

1) Any player(s), manager(s), or person(s) associated with a team in any way who verbally or physically assaults or threatens an official of the game, recreation department representative, complex official, or any other person will be ejected from the game with one (1) minute to leave the field and five (5) minutes to leave the complex.

a. Additional penalties may be applied following disruptive behavior.  Lake Jackson Parks & Recreation Department personnel, umpires and/or other appropriate individuals will meet following the incident to determine if further action may be deemed necessary.  
2) Any player(s), manager(s) or person associated with a team who shows dissent to an umpire or the league director during the game will be penalized one (1) out per occurrence.
3) Managers; Coaches; Players and Spectators WILL NOT EXHIBIT Unsportsmanlike conduct toward the UMPIRES & OTHER PLAYERS.

4) Amplified Music Boxes WILL NOT be allowed to be play any Music containing Vulgar Language nor so Loud that the Umpire can’t be heard. Remember that people bring their kids to these games. Keep music in check. 
a. 1st offence- warning

b. 2nd offence- Vulgar Language from the dug-out - On-deck batter called out

c. 2nd offence- Vulgar Language from defence – Start next inning with an out
d. Failure to adhere to the officials requests or demands regarding language will result in ejection from the game. 

e. Cursing an official directly or indirectly will result in ejection from the game.

f. Repeated ejections will be grounds for banning players from league play as determined by Head Umpire and League Director. 

5) Any Bat on the Ban Bat List and SENIOR Bats will not be used. Use of any of these Bats will constitute Batter be called out.

6)  There is No Co-Ed Line but it is SUGGESTED that the OUTFIELD be Placed Eight (8) Cyclone Fence Post From the End of the Dugout when there is a Female Batter.

7) Complaints by Players that they are (RANDOMLY) Drug Tested on their Jobs and the use of Illegal Drugs (SMOKED by other PLAYERS) in close proximity to their Bodies there-by settling in their hair (CREATING a FALSE POSITIVE Test.

8)  ZERO TOLERANCE WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED. Any player caught with illegal drugs will be banned from the league. 
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
