TDRPD Pond Hockey Rules					
Welcome to TDRPD Pond Hockey. Our goal is to provide a fun, safe and competitive league. We recognize that most of us have to get up and go to work the next morning. Our league values technique and skill above brute force. 
1. All players must sign the roster/waiver before they play in a game. Players may only play on one team per season. 
2. Players must be on the roster and play in 2 games to be eligible for the playoffs.
3. Players must be 18 years of age or older. 
4. Games will consist of 2-20 minute periods with a running clock.
5. [bookmark: _GoBack]Teams play with 3 players on the ice. Minimum number of players one the ice is 3. 
6. Helmets are required for all players on ice. 
7. Games tied after regulation will remain ties. Playoff games will play golden goal overtime. (First team to score wins.)
8. Hitting, checking or excessive physical play will not be tolerated. Ice Rink Supervisor has authority to eject participants for fighting, excessive physical, dangerous play or for any other conduct issue. 
9. Rink supervisor is not referee but has authority to resolve disputes. 
10. Rink Supervisor has authority to impose penalties on players for rough play. Players can be removed for 2 minutes without a replacement. Opposing team would be on power play. When a goal is scored by the opposition or when the penalty time is over that player or a substitute may return to the ice.
11. Fighting will not be tolerated. Fighting will result in ejection and possible removal from league. 
12. Any player ejected from a game must also miss the next game. This includes playoff games and may carry over to the following season if necessary. 
13. Please make every effort to keep the puck down.
14. No goaltending.  Defensive players should stay a stick length from the goal unless preceded by the puck. 
15. Players should not have stick above the waist on all shots. No slap shots.
