TBALL RULES & REGULATIONS

1. Teams with K and 1st graders will be playing tee ball. No scores or standings will be kept.
2. The field supervisor’s word is final in all situations. 
3. Games will be 4 innings or one hour (whichever happens first). An inning consists of going through your batting order once. Outs will be recognized but an inning does not end after three outs.  

4. Unlimited substitution will be allowed. Players cannot play the same position for more than one inning. No exceptions! Players should be rotated to a different position every inning. Players must play at least one inning infield in a week.
4.  FIELD POSITIONS:  The adults on the field should never interfere with the ball once it Is   

     hit into play.  

· The following positions should be covered on the field:  1st, 2nd, 3rd bases, pitcher, Shortstop, outfielders and catcher. Catcher must stand off to the side of home plate near the backstop and move into position closer to home plate once the ball is in play.
      5.  FIELDING THE BALL: When a fielder has control of the ball and makes an obvious 

           attempt to throw it to the pitcher to stop play, runners must stop at the base they are    

           running toward, even if the ball gets past the pitcher.  
      6.  All players will be placed in the batting order. All players are required to wear batting 
     helmets when up to bat and while running around the bases. 

7.  No warming up in batter’s box. Batters must stay in dugout until their turn to bat.

8.  Players will advance one base only after overthrow. 

9.  Batted ball must pass over 10-foot painted arc.

10. Any player throwing the bat will be given a warning first time and second time called  

out.

11. When your team is to their last batter in the inning, please do not notify the defensive
team of last batter in order to keep them on the field through that batter.

12. The Recreation Department philosophy is not to allow teams to forfeit. In the event your                    
team does not have enough players to field a team you may pick up players from your own division, including the team you are playing.

13. One coach or parent is allowed on the field behind second base during defense to help the   

      fielding team.

14. Coaches are allowed at first base box and third base box when their team is batting.
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
