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COED SOFTBALL RULES AND REGULATIONS

The City of CDA operates under USA Softball Rules with the exception of the following rules:

A strike mat will be placed behind the plate this year for balls and strikes. In all leagues when the ball hits plate or the mat with the correct height the pitch will be a called strike.
1.
Games will be 7 innings or 70 minutes. No new inning after 70 minutes. If a game is tied after 7 innings or time limit, the game will be called a tie.

2.     
Players may only play on one Monday league team and one Tuesday league team.

3.         The pitcher’s plate will now be a floating rubber: the pitcher
may go DIRECTLY behind the pitcher's plate up to six feet. The pitcher must still keep one foot within the 24-inch width of the original rubber as he or she releases the ball. This rule was implemented to maximize safety.
4.
Penalty for using an illegal bat is an out and player ejection.

            Illegal bats are posted at all fields. It is up to you to know if a bat is legal.

5.
Home team will be decided by flip of coin. The first team listed on the schedule will provide a women’s softball, the second team listed will provide a men’s softball.

6.
There will be an automatic out in the tenth batting position for teams starting with nine (9) players. If a team starts with ten (10) or twelve (12) players and a player has to leave the game due to an injury or for any other reason, and there is no substitute to take his/her place, that position in the batting order will be an automatic out when his/her turn comes to bat.

7.
If a team has eight (8) or nine (9) players they are allowed to pick up (1) or (2) players of the sex needed from any team registered in the Coeur d’Alene Recreation Summer Coed Leagues to play with ten (10). Teams can only pick up the same player 4 times.
8.
Teams can use the Extra Player rule, using (12) players.  However, any team having eleven (11) may not pick up a player to make a twelfth.  They must start with ten (10).

9.
Run Rule: 20 runs ahead after 3 innings, 15 runs ahead after 4 innings, and 10 runs ahead after 5 innings. 

10.
Players on Coed teams must be sixteen (16) years of age by December 31st of the current year, or a graduating senior.

11.
A player may be substituted twice, and may be returned to the lineup, provided such player assumes the same position in the batting order. This will permit coaches to get all players into the game.
12.
Teams are allowed a 10-minute delay for the 6:15 game only, if they do not have 9 players.

13.
NO METAL SPIKED SHOES may be worn by a player during the game.

14.    
No alcoholic beverages are allowed on city fields.
15.    
All batters will start with a 1 and 1 count. After the batter has received a count of 2 strikes, the batter will be declared out on the second foul ball.  (The first shall be a courtesy foul).

17.
Three (3) out of the park home run limit. All other HR’s will be outs.
18.       Any player or spectator removed or ejected from a game or field will be
suspended from their following scheduled game.  The ejected player may not participate in any City of Coeur d’ Alene league games until this suspension is served.  Additionally, the ejected player will not be allowed to pick up on another team until their suspension is served.  If a player receives two ejections in a season, they will no longer be able to participate in that season.
19. 
Unlimited courtesy runners are allowed per inning.  Each runner may only run once an inning.
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
