
BOYS PITCHING MACHINE RULES & REGULATIONS

1. The supervisor's word is final in all divisions. No standings will be kept. 

2. Games will be five (5) innings or 1 hour and 10 minutes. No new inning to start after 1 hour. Game will finish after a complete inning is played (a game will not stop in the middle of an inning due to time).

3. An inning consists of going through the batting order once. When a team gets to the last batter, there will be no last batter called out to defensive team.
4. All players will be placed in the batting order. Each batter will be given a maximum of four good pitches (judged by the supervisor) from the machine. If after those four pitches the batter is not on base the batter is called out. A foul on the 4th pitch is still counted as last pitch. (No extra pitch). No walks or bunting. All players are required to wear batting helmets when up to bat and while running around the bases.
5. Any batted ball hitting the machine will be dead, with batter being awarded first base, and all other runners advancing one base.                                        

6. No warming up in batter’s box. Batters must stay in dugout until their turn to bat.
7. Each player must play at least two (2) innings and one of those innings must be before   the end of the third inning. Free substitution will be allowed.

8.  FIELD POSITIONS:  The adults on the field should never interfere with the ball
once it is hit into play. The following positions should be covered on the field: 
1st, 2nd, 3rd bases, pitcher, shortstop, outfielders and catcher. Outfielders must be 
on grass. 
9.  Teams may play with an extra outfielder for a total of ten (10) in the field. Players
must rotate positions each inning and play at least one inning infield in a
week. 
10. A runner cannot steal any base, including home plate...he must be batted in.
11. One base on an overthrow. When a fielder has control of the ball and makes an
obvious attempt to throw it to the pitcher to stop play, runners must stop at
the base they are running toward, even if the ball gets past the pitcher.  
12. One coach or parent is allowed on the field behind second base during defense to
help the fielding team. Coaches are allowed at first base box and third base box when their team is batting.                 
13. The Recreation Department philosophy is not to allow teams to forfeit. In the event your
team does not have enough players to field a team you may pick up players from your own division of play or lower to field a team.
