
BOYS 4TH/5TH PLAYER PITCH RULES & REGULATIONS
1.  Official baseball will be played, with no deviations from the rule book unless specified in 

     these league rules.

2. The fields supervisor's word is final in all decisions.
3.  Games will be six (6) innings or 1 hour 10-minute time limit. Each player must play at least  

     two (2) innings and one of those innings must be before the end of the third inning. No new
     inning should start after 1 hour. Game will finish after a complete inning is
     played (a game will not stop in the middle of an inning due to time).

4.  All players will be placed in the batting order.

5.  Players must rotate positions and play at least one inning in the infield in a week.

6.  One base on an overthrow.

7.  When a fielder has control of the ball and makes an obvious attempt to throw it to the  

     pitcher to stop play, runners must stop at the base they are running toward, even if  

     the ball gets past the pitcher.
8.  Games will be played with 3 outs or bat once through the lineup.

9. Pitchers are allowed to pitch a total of three (3) innings per game. It does not have to be     

      consecutively.

10. A substitution can be made, but the batting order must remain the same.

11. There will be no protests for games.

12. The Recreation Department philosophy is not to allow teams to forfeit. In the event your  

      team does not have enough players to field a team you may pick up players from your own  

      division of play or lower to field a team.

13. There will be no leading off. A person may steal a base only after the ball has crossed home         plate. If a player is caught off base before the ball crosses home plate, he will be called out.

14. There is no stealing home.

15. When the catcher drops the called third strike, the batter is automatically out.

16. Provide your own warm up balls for games as we do not have enough for everyone.
17. No metal cleats.
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
