City of Amarillo Softball League Code of Conduct:

Good sportsmanship is required of all league participants. Teams that register for the softball league accept as a condition of participation the following rules and are subject to discipline as outlined herein. Teams that may be eliminated from the league due to misconduct will not be entitled to any refund or any prorated refund. 
1. Any player who is suspected to be under the influence of alcohol or illegal drugs is not considered safe to play and the umpire(s) does have the right to remove the player from the in-progress game, if necessary.
2.  All players MUST be 18 years of age or older to participate in any of the City of Amarillo softball leagues. Any player that is found to be under the age of 18 will cause that team to forfeit the in-progress game and the coach will be suspended for a minimum of two complete games.
3. Any player or team representative discovered consuming alcohol during a game will be disqualifies from further participation of the in-progress game. Alcohol and tobacco products are not allowed on the playing field or in the bench area. Repeating offenses could possibly result in disciplinary action by the City of Amarillo Softball League. Use of any illegal substances will result in immediate indefinite suspension from league play. 
4. As per the U.S.S.S.A playing rules, it is now illegal for anyone other than a player, coach or scorekeeper to be in the dugout. No one under the age of 18 is allowed in the dug out or on the field during adult league play. It is the coach or team representatives’ responsibility to make sure that this does not occur, if for some reason this continues to occur, the umpire has the authority to forfeit.
5. Profanity is strictly prohibited; coaches will be given warnings about the use of profanity at the plate discussion. Umpires do not have to give out any more warnings. Any player, manager or coach will be ejected for the use of such. The player may or may not be replaced. In the event the player is not replaced an out will be given when that player is up to bat. 
6. If a player is ejected for unsportsmanlike conduct, there will be two types of ejections. Disqualification and ejection. Disqualification, players will be disqualified for the rest of the game. The player in question is eligible to play again that night. Ejection, a player who is ejected must leave the complex for the rest of the night. If a player is ejected, they will receive an automatic 2 game suspension if a player is ejected a 2nd time, the player will be suspended for the remainder of the season. During the first 2 days following the suspension (1st or 2nd). The player in question may appeal. The City of Amarillo has the right to extend the suspension of the past 2 games due to the severity of the incident.
7. Coaches, team captains, team representatives and players are responsible for their fans\spectators’ conduct. If the police must be called to the complex, severe penalties will result for all that are involved. 
8. The City of Amarillo has a ZERO tolerance policy for fighting. Any player, coach, or team representative involved in a fight will be suspended. The City of Amarillo will determine the length of that suspension. Suspensions will be honored for U.S.S.S.A sanctioned events as well. Fighting incidents involving injury to any staff member including umpires, scorekeepers, or any other City of Amarillo representative will result in a minimum 2-year suspension, 2nd offense minimum of 10-year suspension. Players may appeal the suspension to a suspension committee. All appeals must be submitted in writing within 48 hours after being notified of suspension. The ruling by the suspension committee is final. 
9. Music cannot be played in the dugout. As per U.S.S.S.A rule book, rule 2 section 14. Electronic devices such as cameras, audio equipment, of any kind or video equipment of any kind may not be in the dug out or on the playing field. Cellular phone may not be used to play music, and are considered to be audio equipment. Audio equipment and the playing of music may be allowed in other parts of the complex or outside the dugout or playing field if the volumes are suitable for personal use. All music played will be clean and edited. If it can’t be played on the radio it can’t be played at the complexes. No vulgar language or insinuations.
