NFHS/IHSA rules are in effect for all games with notable exceptions listed 
below:
     a) Teams are to play with 11 players, with a minimum of 3 players of 
both genders. Teams may play with a minimum of 7 players, with a 
minimum of 2 players of both genders.
     b) If fewer than 7 players are present at kick-off, a period of 10 minutes 
is afforded before a forfeit is declared.
