






GREATER JOLIET AREA YMCA YBL ADDITIONAL
TOURNAMENT RULES

· Overtime: In the event of a tied game, the first overtime will consist of an additional 2 minutes of play, with a running clock, only stopping for free throws and at the referee’s discretion.  Each team is allowed a 1 minute time out. If a second over time is needed, sudden death will take place, beginning with a jump ball. No time outs in sudden death. 


· Scoring:  
· High School – Scoring will continue on the scoreboard at all times, but press will stop at half court if a team is 30 points ahead.  Full court press can begin again when the losing team is within 20 points of the winning team. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]5th/6th & 7th/8th Grade Divisions – Scoring will stop on the scoreboard for the winning team if a team is 40 points ahead.  Scorekeepers will continue to keep the official score in the scorebook.  Press will stop at half court once a team is 20 points ahead.  Scoring will start again for the winning team on the scoreboard once the losing team is within 20 points.  Full court press can begin again once the losing team is within 20 points of the winning team. 
· Playing Time:
· Just a reminder, it is not guaranteed all players will have equal playing time.
· All players must play at least one full quarter worth of playing time each game.
· To Keep In Mind:
· Backcourt Violation: This will be called in the tournament.
· Offensive 3 Seconds: This will be called in the tournament.  
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
