Rules and Code of Conduct

o If a team is short players, please notify the YMCA at least 24 hours prior by written
notification or e-mail. Cancellations/forfeitures with at least 24 hours notice will not be
given a cancellation fee. If a team gives less than 24 hour notice of cancellation/forfeits
they will be charged $66.00. This covers both teams ref fees. This will be strictly enforced.

e Once the schedule is made there will not be any changes or rescheduled games. NO
EXCEPTIONS!!

o YMCA Adult Basketball Rules Apply.

e EJECTIONS - A player who receives an ejection must leave the court and must exit through
the exterior gym door. Players that are ejected will not be permited to enter the facility. No
exceptions.

e Fighting — Players will be removed from the league. NO EXCEPTIONS!!!

e Abusive language towards teammates, staff, referees, opponents, or spectators will NOT be
tolerated and the player will be carded or possibly removed from the league.

e The YMCA reserves the right to remove a player at any time.

¢ No alcoholic beverages or tobacco use permitted.

o All players, managers, spectators and referees are expected to display good sportsmanship
at all times.

Team and Player Responsibilities
o All players must be registered through the YMCA and have a current waiver and Code of

Conduct signed in order to play. Teams playing an unregistered player will be removed from
the league, without refund.
e Each player must bring valid LICENSE or ID CARD to each game and check in with the YMCA
staff to play.
e All players must be age appropriate for the division. NO EXCEPTIONS!!!

e Teams are not allowed to borrow players from other teams.
e All teams must have a uniform that includes permanent number and same color
¢ Players may not use the YMCA facility unless they are a facility member. Spectators/
children may only be in the bleachers inside the gym.
¢ No jewelry may be worn during games.
o All trash must be picked up or it will incur a fee.
o Cheating on a registration form is prohibited. If caught, the player and manager will be
removed, and possibly the team, without refund.
