
Hello parents,
I am a Team parent for your child's JP Children's Soccer Team. Your child has been assigned to the XXXX Team, which will meet at XXXX Time on XXXXday starting [date] and ending [date]. The practices will be held at Pinebanks field, located at the corner of Perkins St. and the Jamaicaway in Jamaica Plain.
A few notes about the season:
I will bring snacks for the first practice, but will ask you to sign up to bring a snack for at least one practice during the season. We encourage to NOT bring juice boxes, but encourage all players to bring their own water bottles. We like to provide a fruit and a savory snack each practice, you can sign up to bring both or alternatively only sign up for one of the two and share snack duty with another family one week. Please be mindful about food allergies. We recommend avoiding peanuts and tree nuts, or only bringing nuts if all parents agree. Fruit snack ideas include orange or watermelon slices and grapes. Savory ideas include: goldfish, Pretzel sticks and cheese sticks.
We recommend, but do not require, that your child bring a soccer ball (size 3) to practice. If you don't have one or forget, the coach will have extras your child can use. (please do label your child's ball)
● Team t-shirts will be provided to all children. No need to wear shin guards. Please no cleats!
● The league's rain policy suggestion is that if it is raining 15 minutes before practice, the practice is canceled. But it really is up to the coaches, they will make the call for their individual teams and send out communication before practice starts. Practice is always cancelled if there is a chance of lightning.
● There will be no Saturday practice or Sunday games on Indigenous Peoples’ Day Weekend (10/11-10/12), unless the coaches decide differently.
● The city now requires coaches in youth sports leagues to receive concussion training. They also require athletes to be trained, but there is no guidance on appropriate training for children in the age group that participates in JPCS. All of the coaches this season can take a video course produced by the CDC. You are welcome - but not required - to take this course as well yourself. https://www.cdc.gov/headsup/youthsports/training/index.html
