RULES 
Regular ASA slowpitch rules will apply with the following additions/adaptions:
1. Male players must bat from their opposite side.

2. When a male is at bat, a twelve (12) inch ball will be used.  When a female is at bat, an eleven (11) inch ball will be used.

3. Teams must have an equal number of each gender on the field.  Exception: teams may play with five (5) females and four (4) males if there are only 9 players.  Teams MAY NOT play with five (5) males and four (4) females.
4. Teams may play with 8, 9 (5 females and 4 males), 10, 12, or 14 (EH’s) players only. If a player is ejected, injured or has to leave during the game, the player of opposite gender that bats after that player must also be dropped from the line-up, in order to keep the batting order alternating and the number of players on the field an even number.  The additional player that had to be dropped can now be used as a substitute (NOT the ejected or injured player).

5. Players of each gender must play alternating positions in the field.  Two female players may play next to each other when playing only nine (9) players.  Males still may not play next to each other.
6. Players of each gender must bat in alternating order.  Two female batters in a row can bat when playing with only nine (9) players.  Male batters still may not bat consecutively.  (Players may only substitute for players of their own gender).  If a team is playing with nine players (5 females and 4 males) and a male arrives late, the male will be inserted into the line up between the back to back female batters.
7. All at-bats will begin with a one-ball and one-strike count.  Batter will be declared out if he/she hits a second foul ball after he/she has had two strikes.

8. The pitcher may pitch from the pitching plate or from the pitching area, an area the width of the plate and up to six feet behind the pitcher’s plate.  The pitcher must establish a pivot foot and the pivot foot must be in contact with the pitching area when the pitched ball is released.

9. Walk rule: On any walk to a male batter (intentional or not) male automatically goes to second, the next batter , a female, has her choice of walking or hitting, up until the time she steps into the batter’s box.  *Note-if a team is playing with nine (9) players (5 females and 4 males) and is at the point in the line up where there are back to back female batters, only the first female batter has the choice to walk after a walk to a male batter.  If a female walks before another female batter, the next female batter must bat.
10. Time limit of 1hr 15mins (no new inning may start unless the game is tied, and then the “International Tie Breaker” will be played).  The “International Tie Breaker” will be used.  The last batter from the previous inning is placed on second base and then the inning is played like normal.

11. Mercy Rule - Any team leading by at least 10 runs after 5 innings or at least 15 runs after 4 innings or at least 20 runs after 3 innings is declared the winner.
12. Extra hitters will be allowed.  However, if you use an EH, you must use an equal number of males and females. 
13. There will be a double base at First Base.  If there is a play at the base, the runner MUST use the outer base (orange portion).  Failure to do so may result in an out.
14. NO Courtesy runners.

15. Sliding will be allowed in all leagues, however, you cannot “take out” anyone.  The base runner must try to avoid all contact.

16. Ejections, a flagrant ejection (one where the player or coach physically or verbally attacks the umpire or scorekeeper) will result in a suspension of a minimum of two games, plus the ejected person must come in and set up a meeting with the Parks & Recreation Department to determine the eligibility/ineligibility of the ejected player(s).  A non-Flagrant ejection, (one where the player or coach is ejected for any other reason) will result in no further suspensions.

17. No alcohol in the park.

18. The rain-out phone number is 537-3242 after 4 p.m.
19. Players will be allowed to use bats that are currently legal in ASA or USSSA.
20. The “no take away rule” states that if, in the judgment of the umpire, one defensive player deliberately takes the play away from another player, the ball is dead and the offensive player (whom the play is being made on) will be called safe, and any other offensive players will be awarded the base they would have reached, in the umpires judgment.

21. No outfielder may start play in front of the outfield line (175ft from home plate).  If the outfielder does cross the line before the ball reaches the plate, the batter may swing at the ball and if as a result of the batted ball, any runners are called out, the umpire will declare an automatic award of first base to the batter and all other runners will be awarded bases accordingly.  If the batter and runners reach their bases safely, the play will stand as played.

22. Any open bleeding must be stopped and uniforms with blood on them must be removed before the player may continue.

23. If a player/coach from either team casually cusses, both teams receive a warning from the umpire.  After the warning, if a player/coach casually cusses at anytime during the game, the next batter for the team that just cussed is out. 

24. Home team will be responsible for the official scoring of the game.  The official book will report the final score to the umpire who will report the score to the Aberdeen Parks and Recreation.
PLAYERS RESPONSIBILITIES

As a player on a city league slowpitch team, you are responsible for your actions before, during and after your game.  You must act responsibly and within the league rules at all times.   This means that you may not bring or drink alcohol on city grounds and that you make sure that your children are watched by another adult at all times.  Players may only play on one team. If a player participates in a game illegally, the game is then considered a forfeit.  The second time that a team has a player that participates illegally, the game is considered a forfeit and the coach will have a one game suspension.  The third time that a team is caught playing a player illegally, the game is considered a forfeit and the coach will be suspended for one year from any Aberdeen/Hoquiam Parks & Recreation program.  The same sanctions hold for players who are caught playing illegally more than once.  
EJECTIONS/SUSPENSIONS

Any fighting or flagrant actions (one in which the player or coach physically or verbally attacks the umpire, scorekeeper or other participant(s) before, during, or after the game), will result in a minimum suspension of two games. The ejected player must come in to the Aberdeen Parks & Recreation Department and be successfully reinstated before being allowed to participate again.  A Non-Flagrant ejection (one in which the player or coach is ejected for any other reason) will result in that player missing the rest of the game.  

TRANSFERRING TEAMS

The transfer deadline is August 1st.  When transferring, players may only play on one team per week and may not play more games during the season than any one team is scheduled.  It is the players’ responsibility to contact the Aberdeen Parks & Recreation office by 5:00pm the day of the transfer for approval.  Illegal transfers will result in the forfeiting of the game in which the player participated.
