e Online Rosters via Team Sideline:
o Rosters will now be online and set up directly by the team captain once
registered.
o An additional “How-To” document will be posted on Team Sideline before the
manager meeting.

e Home Runs: Westminster is reintroducing the 1-up home run rule
o D-Rec Upper: 2 HR + 1 up. After each team hits 2 HR, they may each hit one
additional HR. (Total of 3).
o D-Rec Lower: 1 HR + 1 up. After each team hits 1 HR, they may each hit one
additional HR. (Total of 2).
o Home team may not go 1-up in the last half inning or if no time is left on the
clock. Unless the away team has already hit the maximum.
o Any over-the-fence home run that is hit after the max allowed for the division
will be counted as a single out.
e Courtesy Runner:
o The courtesy runner may be any runner of the same gender (no longer required
to be last recorded out or the last player to score). It is now the team’s
responsibility to select someone lower in the lineup.

® |f a team uses a substitute runner and that player’s spot in the batting
order comes up, the team will be charged with an out for batting out of
order.

e Forfeit Fee Implementation:

o Forfeits with notice before 4:00 pm, the day off will be noted but not subject to a
fee.

o Forfeits with notice after 4:00 pm, the day of, will result in a $25 fee
administered to the team captain's account.

o No Call/No Show will result in a $50 fee. 2 NC/NS in a season may result in
removal from the league without a refund.

o ALL FEES MUST BE PAID BY THE TEAM’S NEXT SCHEDULED GAME TO AVOID
FURTHER FORFEITURE (Paid online or by calling the Westminster Sports Center).

o Summer league play will now be 10 games for all days of the week (M-F) and will
end with a playoff for the top 4 teams in each division.
