 Coaches will be asked to submit reschedules under the “Request Youth Game Change” tab 
on the TeamSideline homepage.

 Requests MUST be submitted by 5:00 am the Monday preceding the game.  

Submissions after that will be counted as a forfeit, and the game will not be made up.
 Coaches will need to communicate with their opponent regarding possible 

dates/times prior to submitting a request.
 Games cancelled due to weather DO NOT need to be submitted; we will complete 

those automatically.

5th Boys RIF 10 2 Umpires Kid Pitch* 7-9 (max 6 infield)

5th Girls 11” Softball 2 Umpires Kid Pitch* 7-10 (max 6 infield)

6th-8th Boys Official Baseball 2 Umpires Kid Pitch* 7-9 (max 6 infield)

6th-8th Girls 12” Softball 2 Umpires Kid Pitch* 7-9 (max 6 infield)

*Pitchers have a 4 innings/12 total out limit
