Widefield School District 3 – Parks and Recreation
Mission: To create, promote, foster and maintain programs, activities and facilities that positively impact the quality of life for all segments of our community.

Adult Sports -- Rules and Regulations

Alcohol and Drug Policy:  

· Use of tobacco/drug products of any kind is prohibited (this includes smoking, chewing, vaping, etc.) from all buildings, grounds and parks in Widefield School District 3. This includes Widefield Parks and Recreation facilities.
· NO alcohol will be permitted on Widefield School District 3 grounds (to include the parking lot). Widefield Parks and Recreation is part of Widefield School District 3 and does not allow alcohol or drugs on the property. 

· No player or coach shall appear in the game under the influence of drugs or alcohol.
· If a player(s) is found to be under the influence of drugs and/or alcohol, the following penalties may take place:

· The minimum penalty is that the player will be immediately suspended from further play by the official or site supervisor.

· The maximum penalty is that the League Director will suspend the player and/or the team from further league play.

Team Representative Responsibilities:

· Team representative or playing captain is responsible for the discipline and proper conduct of their team.

· Team representative or playing captain will be the only player(s) who may address the official in all instances.

· Team representative is responsible and liable for making sure your players are of correct age and eligibility.

Players Code of Conduct:

· No individual shall lay a hand upon, shove, strike or verbally threaten or abuse an official, player, spectator, or staff person.  Anyone who strikes at another person will be banned from further participation in all adult sports programs for one year or more.

· No team member shall refuse to abide by an official’s decision.

· No team member shall make obscene gestures or objectionable demonstrations of dissent at an official’s decision.

· No team member shall be guilty of using unnecessarily rough tactics against an opponent.

· No team member shall appear in game area acting in a way, which he/she appears to be under the influence of alcohol or drugs.

· Only the designated team representative may discuss, in a polite manner, calls or rules with the official(s).  Only clarifications will be discussed.  Complaints regarding judgment calls will result in an ejection.

· No player will intentionally attempt to defy the rules or procedures outlined in the rulebook. 

· Spectators, who in the opinion of the official or site supervisor are detrimental to the goals of the program, will be expelled from the game area.  The team, in which the spectator belongs, will be penalized if there are any further problems.  Such actions include but are not limited to: obscene language or gestures, provoking players to fight, alcoholic beverages in the stands, and extreme verbal abuse against the official(s).

· The officials and site supervisors/directors will have final say in all rule and guideline interpretations.

Rain-Out/Game Cancellations:

· Decisions for weather delays or cancellations will be made as soon as conditions warrant.

· If a game is cancelled due to field or weather conditions, the team representative will be notified of the cancellation as soon as possible.

· If a game needs to be interrupted and rescheduled, it will be resumed where it was stopped. However, if five (5) innings have been played, the game will be considered a complete game.

· Rescheduled/make-up games may be played in the evening or on weekends.  Be prepared to adjust your schedule accordingly.  No teams will be excused from playing make-up/rescheduled games on weekends or alternate weeknights.  The site supervisor will inform the team representative as soon as the updated information becomes available.
