T-ball/Baseball/Softball Rules
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· All Division Rules: 
· No metal cleats will be permitted.
· Fake tagging and blocking of bases are not permitted. If there is no play, the fielder must move out of the way of the base and base path. 
· Teams must move on and off the field between innings quickly.
· Rain/Weather Delays:
· Site supervisors and umpires will determine if games need to be delayed or postponed due to weather.  
· Teamsideline.com/widefield will be updated first if games are postponed, then we will notify coaches.  
· We will do our best to reschedule any game that is postponed.  
· Any game in progress will be considered a complete game and not rescheduled if at least half of the time limit has expired.   
· In the case of lightning cancellations or delays, all players, coaches, and spectators must immediately take shelter in their vehicle or inside a building. 

The Youth Sports department is committed to offering positive recreation and sport programs to all children regardless of skill level. The programs will emphasize fun, sportsmanship and skill development.

Unsportsmanlike conduct or aggressive play will not be tolerated. If the umpire witnesses any acts of unsportsmanlike conduct, the game will be stopped and the player, coach, or fan may be ejected from the game.  Any ejected person: 
1. Must leave the field or facility immediately (this means the umpires should not be able to hear or see you!).  The game will not be played until this happens.  
2. Will automatically be suspended for the following game.  
3. Could be subject to further disciplinary action at the Youth Sports Coordinator's discretion, including removal from future participation or coaching duties.






2nd & 3rd Grade Coed Baseball & Softball - Coach Pitch Rules
                                           
· 5-inning game or 50-minute time limit, whichever comes first.
· The game will stop with the completion of the at-bat in progress at the 50-minute time limit.
· Score will NOT be kept.  
· Every batter hits each inning.
· All present players must be listed in the batting order. All players will bat before the leadoff batter bats again. The batting lineup remains the same throughout the game. 
· The pitching coach will determine where and how to pitch to each individual child. Under or over hand is permissible. Coaches will pitch to their own team when at bat. 
· The "pitcher" will play in the proximity of the pitching rubber. 
· If a batted ball hits the pitching coach, it's a dead ball that does not affect the batter's count.  
· Stealing is NOT allowed.  Players must stay on the base until the batter makes contact. 
· Bunting is NOT allowed. 
· Batters are required to keep their batting helmet on when running the bases. 
· Runners will be called out and sent to their dugout if tagged or forced out. Outs will not end the inning.
· A base runner that runs over any defensive player (including the catcher) who is making a play will be called out and possibly ejected.
· All players will play in the field - no one sits on the bench. One player for each position in the infield, the remaining players will be placed in the outfield.
· [bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs]When the ball is hit to an outfielder, base runners may continue to run until a player attempts to throw the ball towards the infield. Once the ball is thrown, the runners must stop at the base they are going to. No running on overthrows.
· Players will not reach base on a walk or by being hit with a pitch. If a batter gets three strikes, they will NOT be out, but hit off a tee instead.  
· The catcher will wear a batting helmet and play behind the line until the batter runs.
· Players will switch positions each inning with the goal that each player experiences all positions (infield and outfield). Safety concerns may take precedence over this rule at times.
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
