ADULT SOFTBALL
GAME RULES, UMPIRES AND ROSTERS
1.
General A.F.A. rules will be used.  Umpires from the Rocky Mountain Sports Officials, Inc. will be used for league softball games.  Questions regarding rules of the game may be directed towards an umpire in an appropriate manner. All administrative questions and concerns should be directed towards the league director.

2.
Minimum age for participation is 18 and graduated from High School.  This is a liability rule!

3.
All players must print their name, address, phone number, t-shirt size and sign the roster before they participate in a game.  Any player not on a roster is an illegal player.  All players must be able to provide a photo I.D. when a roster is protested.  Failure to provide a photo I.D. when a roster is protested will result in forfeit for the team in question. 

4.
Rosters must be turned in the first week of play.  Teams may add players to their roster until maximum number of players is reached.  Rosters will be frozen after player number 20 is added.    

5.
A player may only sign one roster and participate on one team per​​​​ night.  Once a player signs a roster he/she will not be allowed to drop from that team and play for another team on that night. 
6.
Forfeits will be declared 10 minutes after scheduled game time.

7.
A team may start a game with eight players without penalty.  During the course of a game teams can add rostered players (up to ten).  An additional hitter (AH) cannot be added once the game has started.   

8. 
Teams may be allowed to "pick up" players and add them to their roster in order to reach the eight man limit.  

9.
Games will be seven innings with a one-hour time limit.  The 20 run rule will be in effect after 3 innings, the 15 run rule will be in effect after 3 ½ - 4 innings and the 10 run rule will be in effect after 4 ½ - 5 innings.

10.
If games are postponed due to inclement weather there will be no activity on the field for the remainder of that day.  Team reps will be notified as soon as possible about cancellations. 

11.
There will be no digging in when batting.  Players will be warned the first week, after that it will be an out. 

12.
In the event that a team cannot substitute an injured player, or a player that leaves, an out will occur when this player's spot in the 
line-up comes to bat.  No exceptions!
13.
Each team will be allowed 2 homeruns in the Co-Rec league, 3 homeruns in the Men’s league.  After a team’s homerun limit has been reached, each additional ball hit over the fence will be an out and base runners will not advance.  Please retrieve your homerun balls.
14.
Ties in the final standings will be broken in the following manner:



1) head to head    

    
3) total run differential



2) head to head run differential
4) coin toss

15.
Courtesy runners will be allowed for injury only.  The courtesy runner will be the person who made the last out of the current inning, the last out of the previous inning, or the last batter in the line-up during the first inning if there are no outs.  If a player starts the game with a condition that will require a courtesy runner the player must inform the umpire, by name, at the start of the game and must use a runner each time the player gets on base.  If an injury occurs during play a courtesy may be used for the remainder of the game.  Please do not abuse this rule.
16. The line-up must be completed and turned in to the scorekeeper at least five minutes prior to the scheduled game time. The first or last name with the number must appear on the line-up sheet, it is recommended that substitutes be listed on the line-up sheet, if they are not, then they are to report directly to the scorekeeper prior to entering the game. Players missing at the beginning of the game are put at the end of the line-up--no exceptions.

17. No base stealing will be allowed in neither Men’s nor Co-ed Leagues.
18. If a game needs to be interrupted and rescheduled it will resume where it was stopped. However if five (5) innings have been played, the game will be considered a complete game.
GENERAL CONDUCT AND EQUIPMENT

1.
No steel cleats, boots, etc. will be allowed.

2.
Any bats not accepted by A.F.A./USSSA/I.S.A. are not allowed in the Widefield Parks and Recreation Adult Softball Leagues and tournaments. Bats must have 1.20 BPF.
3.  
Teams that need changes in the schedule must notify the league director 3 weeks prior to the desired change. 

PROTESTS, EJECTIONS AND FORFEITS

1. Protests must be filed during the game.  You cannot protest a judgment call!   The official game time will not be stopped during a protest.

2. A team that wins a game by forfeit will be awarded a 7-0 win.

3. Teams will not be allowed to substitute an ejected player.  An out will occur in the spot where the ejected player batted.

4. Throwing the bat will not be tolerated at any time.  The umpire may eject a player for throwing the bat--this includes the first offense.
5. Hats must be worn properly with the bill of the cap pointing forward.

6. If an opposing team protests a player and the player is not on the roster, the game will be ruled a forfeit.  A photo I.D. will be asked from the player in question.  The protest must be filed during the game.  If the player in question cannot produce a photo I.D., with name and address, the team the player is representing will forfeit the game. 

7. Any player ejected must leave the Widefield School District 3 field of play within 5 minutes and be out of sight and sound of the playing area.  The respective team will forfeit the game if the ejected player does not comply with these guidelines.  The necessary sanctions will be placed on the ejected player.

8. If a game has been ruled a forfeit, R.M.S.O umpires are not allowed to umpire a forfeited game due to liability (please do not ask the umpires to officiate or harass them about a forfeited game).

9. Two ejections from the same team during the same game will result in a forfeit by the offending team.   In the event of this situation both teams will be asked to leave the field.  The manager is responsible for the behaviour of their players once the game has been ruled a forfeit.  If individuals continue to harass umpires or WSD 3 staff their respective team may forfeit the next game

SANCTIONS

(These sanctions will be used for all Widefield Parks and Recreation Adult Softball leagues and tournaments).

1.
Any team with an ejected player may be asked to pay a $25 "Good Sportsmanship" fee prior to the next game.  If asked to pay fee, the player will not be allowed to play future games until fee is paid.  

2.
Based on the severity of the incident the player(s) ejected may have a multiple game suspension, season suspension, a year suspension, or an indefinite suspension placed on them.  A multiple game suspension may include being barred from the field during the suspension.  A year and indefinite suspensions may include being barred from any Widefield Parks and Recreation sponsored events or programs during their suspension.  

3.
Violent acts or threats made toward players, officials, fans or Widefield District 3 employees will not be tolerated. A violation of this rule will be reviewed on an individual case basis by the Widefield Parks and Recreation staff and administration. Consequences may include game(s) suspension, season suspension, one or multiple year suspension from any Widefield Parks and Recreation sponsored activity.    

4. Fans may not use or do anything that may give their respective team an unfair advantage. Fans must use the same common courtesy for opposing teams as they do their own respective team. If the fan or fans do not comply with this rule their respective team may forfeit the game.

5. Racial comments or gestures made toward players, spectators, officials, and WSD 3 employees will not be tolerated in Widefield Parks and Recreation programs.  A violation, heard or seen by any WSD 3 staff member or R.M.S.O. official(s), may result in suspension of a minimum of two games to indefinite suspension.

6. Cursing:

Make sure your team is familiar with this rule:



a.   Cursing will not be allowed or tolerated.  A player may be ejected for a first time offense.  

b. Taunting and trash talking will not be allowed or tolerated.  A player may be ejected for a first time offense.  

7. No alcohol will be permitted on Widefield Parks and Recreation grounds (to include the parking lot). The Community Center is part of the Widefield School District and does not allow alcohol or drugs on the property.  Teams who do not obey this rule will be suspended.  This is your only warning!

8. District Policy: Use of any tobacco products is banned (smoking, chewing, etc.) from all buildings, grounds and parks in Widefield School District 3. This includes the Community Center fields and parking lots. 

9.
Violations of rules will be reviewed on an individual case basis by the Widefield Parks and Recreation staff and administration. Consequences may include game(s) suspension, season suspension, one or multiple year suspension from any Widefield Parks and Recreation sponsored activity.
