Fairview Park Recreation T-Ball Rules

1. This program is for FUN!
2. Players must wear Recreation Department issued t-shirt and hats. Tennis shoes and rubber cleats must be worn. No bare feet, sandals, or metal cleats will be permitted.

3. All practices and games will have a 60 minute time limit.  No new inning will begin after 55 minutes. All players in attendance will play every game. Positions should be rotated throughout the game, to allow for equal play opportunity.

4. The defensive team will be allowed to field up to 12 players.

5. All T-ball games will play with a RIF baseball provided by the recreation staff. Baseball gloves must be provided and worn by the players.

6. A batted ball that hits a coach/supervisor is considered a live ball.
7. Base runners may advance only one base at a time.
8. Base paths are 55 feet. No leadoffs or stealing. A base runner may not leave the base until after the ball is hit. No sliding. 
9. Bunting is not allowed in this league. A ball must travel past the 5-foot arc in front of home plate to be considered a fair ball. A batted ball that does not travel past the 5-foot arc will be considered a foul ball.

10. All players running the bases, on deck, and batting must wear a batting helmet.

11. A player will be called out for throwing a bat or batting helmet at any time during the game.

12. All play will stop when the ball is back to the home plate. At that time all runners must be on base; a runner must be more than halfway to a base to be entitled that base (supervisor determination).

13. There will be no blocking of the bases by a defensive player or faking a tag. The offensive player will automatically be awarded the base if this should happen. If a fielder deliberately interferes with a runner, the runner will be awarded as many bases as the supervisor feels could have been reached. 

14. If a base runner deliberately interferes with a fielder while fielding the ball, the runner will be called out. If a runner and defensive player accidentally collide, the play will continue without penalty. 

15. The offense ends play when everyone has batted through the order in the inning. No score is kept. There will be no strikeouts or walks. Outs will be recorded, and the player must return to the team bench.
16. All players except the batter and the player on deck must remain on the bench. NO spectators are allowed in the dugout or behind the backstop.

17. Unsportsmanlike conduct will not be tolerated. Players and/or spectators will receive a warning, and if the behavior continues the player and/or spectator will be removed from the park.
