
When does Soccer start?
You should be getting a call from your coach by the week of February 25. Practices start the week of March 4th. Games are played on Saturdays beginning March 9th and continue through April 13th. There are no games or  mandatory practices during Spring Break. Each team is guaranteed one week of practice prior to the start of season.
When and where will my child practice?
Teams practice 1 – 2 times a week depending on the age level of the team and the schedule of each volunteer coach. Coaches sign up for practice times and school preference at our pre-season coaches meeting. The time slots for practice are between 5 P.M and 8 P.M Monday – Friday.
When and where will my child play games?
Games are played on Saturdays beginning March 9th continue through April 13th. Depending on the school year of your child, games will be played at High Desert Sports Complex or Umatilla Sports Complex.
What special equipment does my child need? Will my child need a ball?
Your child should bring shin-guards, a water bottle and a ball to practice. Ball sizes are dependent on grades: 
· Pre-K-2nd Grade: Size 3
· 3rd Grade-5th Grade Size 4
How are teams formed?
RAPRD creates balanced rosters by considering age, years played, and past player assessments. We are keen to group players attending the same school together whenever possible.
Can I request a coach or to be placed on the same team as a friend?
RAPRD makes great effort to consider the requests of our players and families. Requests are accepted but there is no guarantee your player will be placed with any coach or player requested. Roster size limits and the need for balanced teams prevent all requests being honored.


Can I move my child to a different team after they have been formed?
 No, players may not be moved after teams have been formed. After teams are formed, uniforms are ordered. The screening and printing costs would extend beyond RAPRD budget to produce more than one jersey per player.
Where can I find the practice and game schedules once they have been posted?
We encourage our parents to become familiar with our website. Practice and game schedules can be found at www.teamsideline.com/redmond 1-2 weeks prior to the start of the season.
Can my child play in a higher or lower age division based on his or her skill?
 We group our leagues by year in school and do not let players drop down to a younger division. We may let players play up with the approval of the Youth Sports Director.
What is included in the registration fee?
The registration fee is used for uniforms, team organization, insurance, facility supervisors, and referees. 
I am out of district, why is my registration fee higher in cost?
Redmond Area Park and Recreation District residents financially contribute to RAPRD through property taxes. Residents living outside the Redmond Area Park and Recreation District do not financially contribute to RAPRD via property tax.
How do I apply to become a volunteer coach? Am I guaranteed a team?
WE NEED COACHES! To become a volunteer coach, you must first fill out volunteer coach application and pass a criminal background check. Coaches are selected based on the number of teams in each division. Normally, we have returning coaches that are given teams. Depending on the age group, there may not be available coaching positions.
