Adult Softball Rules
1. Other than the rules listed below, USAAA rules will be followed.
2. Players under the age of 18 are allowed to play; however, the player must be in high school and must have a waiver signed by both the player and parent/guardian of the player. The waiver must be signed at the Parks and Recreation Office by both the player and the parent/guardian of the player and be witnessed by a member of the Parks and Recreation staff.
3. Coach or manager will be held responsible for their team regarding behavior, dress, rules, and forfeits. No fighting, physical abuse, excessive misconduct, or cursing will be tolerated.
4. If an injury is sustained bat and ball WILL BE confiscated and tested, and the owner can be held accountable for illegal gear.  Owner will be banned for 365.  
5. No metal cleats!
6. Team listed last in bracket or Left side of the book will be the home team; 7 innings will constitute a game; Except in the case of a 15-run lead after 3, 12 run lead after 4, or 10 run lead after 5.
7. Home team will keep the book, no book kept = no game scored! Home team forfeits
8. A new full inning will not begin after the clock hits zero. Time will start at 55 minutes no warmups. If a game ends early due to a run rule, score will be recorded and you may play the remaining time. However, the umpire is not required to umpire the rest of your game and when the time limit is reached, it will be drop dead game over.
9. First games start on time!!! Teams must be prepared to play at (First Game) or before (second game and after) the scheduled game times. Be 20 minutes early in the event of a run rule. 
10. Rain out games: When games are rescheduled, they will be played on ANY night in which a field is available.
11. You can play with 8 players.  Players can be added into the game when they show up, as long as they are written in the book.  They will be put at the bottom of the lineup with no outs taken while absent.
12. You must have 8 players to play no exceptions! 
13. Arch limit will be 6-10 feet.  
14. Start with 1-1 Count (THERE ARE NO COURTESY FOUL BALLS)
15. If a pitch bounces on the plate or the strike mat, the pitch will be called a strike. If the pitch does not bounce on the plate or the strike mat, the pitch will be called a ball. 
16. You can use all bats that are 240 and above. No Exceptions. 
17. Bats must be tested and have an approved sticker in order to be used in games.
18. In order for bats to be used in games, the bats must be brought to the West Plains Parks and Recreation Office, Monday – Friday between 8 AM – 5 PM to be tested, stickered, and recorded into our system. If a bat has not been tested and have an approved sticker on it, it is not legal to be used in a game.
19. Senior bats are allowed this year. In order to use a Senior Bat, you must be over the age of 50. As a first offense if someone under the age of 50 is caught using a Senior Bat, the team that player is on will forfeit that game. If someone under the age of 50 is caught using a Senior Bat a second time, they will be suspended from the league for the rest of the season. 
20. Balls are 44 core 400 compression or below. The ball must have 44 core, but can have 400 compression or below.  No colored balls(all must be yellow) your name should be on the ball. 
21. Coed if you have 8 or 9 players show up you have the option of playing 8 or playing 9 and taking an out.  This is incorporated because 9 is an odd number and a man or woman would have to bat back-to-back. Teams must bat guy-girl.  No girl girl or guy guy if so its an out.
22. Females can request the 12” ball.
23. Shirts may be worn with or without sleeves but cannot be split down the sides.  No tank tops or mid drift shirts allowed.  It is recommended that shirts be the same color with a number no less than 6 inches.
24. Teams will be required to keep the dugout clean.
25. 6 home runs per team per game
26. If used, the safety screen must have one leg in line with the painted line on the pitching rubber. If you do not want to use the safety screen, you must drag the screen into fould territory against the fence and then replace the screen to the pitching rubber if the other team’s pitcher is using it. It cannot be placed in a gap in play as an extra defender
27. Sports coordinator reserves the right to add or modify rules at any time.
28. Pitcher of each team may have a courtesy runner in addition to the courtesy runner already allowed per inning. The courtesy runner for the pitcher does not have to be the last player to record an out. Any player on the roster can be a courtesy runner for the pitcher; however, if the courtesy runner is still on base when their spot in the lineup comes up to bat it is an automatic out. 
29. In Co-Ed League with two outs: in the event of a walk to a guy, the girl immediately following him in the lineup has the option to automatically walk and take their base as well.
