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2024-2025 Bullard Little Dribbler League Rules
1. Keep all players and fans in the gym for games and practices. They may use the school’s restroom facilities but should not be playing or hanging out in the school. 
2. Bullying or unsportsmanlike conduct will NOT be tolerated from players, spectators, or coaches. If a player is doing any of these things, the coach has the right to sit that player out for the rest of the game. If it continues throughout the season, the Bullard Little Dribblers board will discuss if removal of the player is necessary and with no refund. If a coach or spectator is displaying unsportsmanlike conduct, a technical will be called by the referee against their respective team. If unsportsmanlike conduct continues, the Bullard Little Dribblers board will issue appropriate consequences for those involved which may included removal from current game.
3. If a player is ejected during a game, it will be for the entire game. 
4. If a player is ejected twice in the season, the player will be completely removed from the team. 
5. Any problems with a coach or referee must be reported to one of the Little Dribblers board members. 
6. If a spectator or coach is kicked out of any gym, you must notify a Little Dribblers board member. If a head coach is ejected, they will be suspended for the next game. If an assistant coach is ejected, the head coach will also be ejected, and both will be suspended for the next game. If a team spectator is ejected, the head coach will also be ejected for the remainder of the game.
7. Teams need to be present 15 minutes prior to game time. 
8. We will play 8-minute quarters. The clock will stop on timeouts and substitutions only. Please get your players matched up as quickly as possible. Some divisions will have modified clock rules. Refer to the rules for your specific division. 
9. If a coach and team does not show for a game time without notice, that team will be required to cover referee fees.
10. If a player does not show up for evaluations, that player will be put in a hat and will be drawn at random to be placed on a team.
11. Coaches get three saves and one of those must be your child. If you MUST hold more than two players due to family reasons or other circumstances with board approval, then you will lose the 1st round draft pick.
12. Championship tournament will be the week of February 3, 2025.
13. All-Star coaches will be selected by the Bullard Little Dribblers board based on nominations, conduct, and season observations. 
14. All-Star players will be selected before Championship weekend. These players will be determined by nominations and a selection process involving the Bullard Little Dribblers board and coaches per division.

MINOR DIVISION RULES

1. Each team is responsible for a scorekeeper at each game. 
2. Substitutions will occur at the 4-minute mark of each quarter and the beginning of each quarter for the first 3 quarters. All players on the bench must come into the game at each substitution. The only exceptions will be injury or an inconsolable player. The fourth quarter is free sub at any dead ball. 
3. Quarters will be 8 minutes running clock with 3 minutes for halftime. The clock will stop on free throws, timeouts and substitutions. It will also stop at any dead ball situation in the last minute of the game if the score is within 15 points. 
4. This division plays with the 28.5 women’s ball. The goal height is 8 FT. 
5. Each team has 2-time outs per game. 
6. If a player takes more than three steps, or tucks the ball, traveling should be called. 
7. Teach your players man to man and to stay with the person they are guarding. During fast breaks or break away plays, anyone can pick that player up. Help defense is allowed in the paint area only. Defenders can switch screens. Zone defense is NOT allowed. 
8. No defense in the backcourt or pressing is allowed (still must be man to man) for this age group. A turnover will be enforced after a warning is given based on the official’s discretion. 
9. Isolating one player to go one on one is not allowed. 
10. If a player has 5 fouls they are eliminated from the game. We will shoot 2 free throws for each shooting foul and shoot one-and-one starting at 10 team fouls for the half. For this division, the free throw line is 13 ft from the front of the backboard. 

OVERTIME RULES: Each overtime period will be 3 minutes and start with a jump ball. If no one has scored in 3 minutes, the game will end in a tie. This time limit does not apply to tournament games. 

** If the coach and team DO NOT show for a game, that coach will be responsible for referee fees!





JUNIOR DIVISION RULES

1. Each team is responsible for a scorekeeper at each game. 
2. Substitutions will occur at the 4-minute mark of each quarter and the beginning of each quarter for the first 3 quarters. All players on the bench must come into the game at each substitution. The only exceptions will be injury or an inconsolable player. The fourth quarter is free sub at any dead ball. 
3. Quarters will be 8 minutes running clock with 3 minutes for halftime. The clock will stop on free throws, timeouts, and substitutions. It will also stop at any dead ball situation in the last minute of the game if the score is within 15 points. 
4. This division plays with the 28.5 women’s ball. The goal height is 8.5 FT. 
5. Each Team has 2-time outs per game. 
6. Traveling and double dribble should be called at all occurrences. 
7. Illegal screens should be called on all occurrences. Make sure your players are completely set. 
8. Teach your players man to man and to stay with the person they are guarding. *During fast breaks or break away plays, anyone can pick that player up. Help defense is allowed at the rim only. Defenders can switch screens. Zone defense is NOT allowed. 
9. No defense in the backcourt or pressing is allowed until the last four minutes of the 4th quarter (still must be man to man) for this age group. No zone and no trapping! A turnover will be enforced after a warning is given based on the official’s discretion. 
10. Isolating one player to go one on one is not allowed. 
11. If a player has 5 fouls they are eliminated from the game. We will shoot 2 free throws for each shooting foul and shoot one-and-one starting at 10 team fouls for the half.  For this division, the free throw line is standard (15 ft from the front of the backboard).

OVERTIME RULES: Each overtime period will be 3 minutes and start with a jump ball. If no one has scored in 3 minutes, the game will end in a tie. This time limit does not apply to tournament games. 

** If the coach and team DO NOT show for a game, that coach will be responsible for referee fees!



MAJOR DIVISION RULES

1. Each team is responsible for a scorekeeper at each game. 
2. Substitutions will occur at the 4-minute mark of each quarter and the beginning of each quarter for the first 3 quarters. All players on the bench must come into the game at each substitution. The only exceptions will be injury or an inconsolable player. The fourth quarter is free sub at any dead ball. 
3. Quarters will be 8 minutes running clock with 3 minutes for halftime. The clock will stop on free throws, timeouts and substitutions. It will also stop at any dead ball situation in the last minute of the game if the score is within 10 points. 
4. This division plays with the 29.5 men’s ball for boys and 28.5 women’s ball for girls. The goal height is 10 FT. 
5. Each Team has 2-time outs per game. 
6. Regular basketball rules apply except no pressing with a 20-point lead. 
7. If a player has 5 fouls they are eliminated from the game. We will shoot 2 free throws for each shooting foul and shoot one-and-one starting at 10 team fouls for the half.

OVERTIME RULES: Each overtime period will be 3 minutes and start with a jump ball. If no one has scored in 3 minutes, the game will end in a tie. This time limit does not apply to tournament games.
