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Please Note:  This league is designed to foster a fun and social environment where participants can stay active, meet new people, and enjoy the game. Skill levels will vary, ranging from beginners to experienced players. Please note, this is a recreational league focused on enjoyment and social interaction rather than competition. If you are highly competitive or may find it challenging to be patient with varying skill levels, this may not be the best fit.

Policy Reminders: In addition to the West Allis-West Milwaukee Recreation & Community Services General Adult Sports Policies & Procedures, below are specific Pickleball League Rules to be followed.   		

Please read these rules and regulations carefully and share them with your partner.  Ignorance of the rules will not excuse you. 

Alcoholic Beverages & Tobacco Products
In accordance with WAWM School Board Policy 9160, no alcoholic beverages or controlled substances be possessed, consumed or distributed on District premises.  Smoking is not allowed. This includes fields, parks, gyms, buildings, parking lots on school district property.  Failure to comply can result in dismissal from the league without a refund.

Player Eligibility
· Teams consist of 2 players, a sub may be used if a team member is not available that week.  The two players from your team that start the first game, must play in all three games, teams cannot switch players each game.  
· Teams may be a combination of men, women or co-ed.

Self-Officiating
· Players/teams are expected to be honest and consistent with making calls.
· During play, teams shall make all judgement calls on their own side.
· If a disagreement arises on a call, the point will be replayed.

Starting/Ending a Match
· The team listed as the home team will serve first in the first game. For the second and third game, the winning team will have a choice if they wish to serve first or second.

Length of Match
· There is a 45 minute time limit on matches.
· A match consists of 3 games up to 11 points, win by 2 points with a cap at 13 points. 
· If a team wins the first two games, the third game may not be played pending on time.
· If time is up before the third game is complete, the team leading in points of that game will be awarded the win for the third game. 

Playing Rules
· A match consists of 3 games up to 11 points, win by 2 points with a cap at 13 points. The first team to 11 points wins that game.
· Teams will play 3 games (time permitting) to 11 each match.  A match win is awarded to the team with the most games won in the match.  If time is up before the third game is complete, the team leading in points of that game will be awarded the win for the game. Standings will be kept by matches won. 

Serving
· Serves should always be done underhand with the paddle below the waist, and the server must keep both feet behind the back line when serving.  A ‘drop serve’ is also permitted
· Both players on the serving doubles team have the opportunity to serve and score points until they commit a fault *(except for the first service sequence of each new game).
· *At the beginning of each new game only one partner on the serving team has the opportunity to serve before faulting, after which the service passes to the receiving team.
· When the serving team’s score is even (0, 2, 4, 6, 8, 10) the player who was the first server in the game for that team will be in the right-side court when serving or receiving; when odd (1, 3, 5, 7, 9) that player will be in the left-side court when serving or receiving.

Scoring
· The serving side is the only team able to score points.
· Server must announce score each time before serve


Reporting Scores
A scoresheet will be supplied to the home team for the match.  It is the responsibility of both team managers to record/verify scores and turn the scoresheet into the WAWM RCS Department’s sports supervisor to be recorded for standings.

Protests
All protests must be in writing and emailed to the Program Manager within 24 hrs. Protests pertaining to an official’s judgment call will not be considered. 

League Schedules, Standings and Awards
· The WAWM RCS Department has the sole responsibility of scheduling all league matches based on location availability.
· Each player will have access to the league schedule via the WAWM RCS Department’s website.  Team Managers will receive an email with the initial scheduled as well as schedule changes that may be shared with their teams.
· Games postponed due to weather, facility conflict, etc. will be rescheduled by the Adult Sports Program Manager.
· League standings will be determined by the following criteria:
· Total number of matches won and lost
· Head to head competition
· Least amount of points allowed 
· Coin toss by the Program Manager

League Champions
A league winner will be determined by the overall record, unless an end of season tournament is scheduled.
· Champions will receive championship t-shirts

Equipment
· Balls will be provided 
· Limited supply of paddles will be available to use during play
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
