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PEE WEE SOCCER LEAGUE HANDBOOK

LEAGUE STRUCTURE, RULES OF PLAY, PRACTICE OVERVIEW, GAME SPECIFICS

Remember, being a soccer coach for this age group does not require soccer skills. All you need is a positive attitude, a willingness to be silly, and a little patience.

League Structure
· Two divisions: 3/4 and 5/6 divisions
· Located at 132nd Square Park 
· Non-competitive league. No scores kept, no goalkeeper
· 6 weeks of play, 1 hour each Saturday- April 4th – May 9th 
· Equipment: Size 3 ball, 6 ft goals
Rules of Play
· General soccer rules will govern the Pee Wee Soccer League
· The ball is “live” unless the referee’s whistle is heard
· Throw-ins are allowed in 5/6 Division only. 3/4 Division will use kick-ins to restart play.
· Corner kicks and goal kicks will be encouraged but not mandatory. 
· The referee or coach will choose a player to restart play.
· We don’t switch sides at half time.
· Field size: 50x80 
· Each game will consist of two halves

Time Split
· 3/4 Division- 30 minutes of practice/drills, ~30 minutes of game play, 1-2-minute half times. Two 14-minute halves. Each child should play 7 minutes per half. It’s recommended to sub kids in and out every 3-4 minutes. 
· 5/6 Division- 30 minutes of practice/drills, ~30 minutes of game play, 1-2-minute half times. Two 14-minute halves. Each child should play 7 minutes per half. It’s recommended to subs kids in and out every 5-6 minutes.

Practice Overview
Teams will have 30 minutes of devoted practice time before game play. Coaches are responsible for planning and leading practice time. Please plan your practice to take up the entire time allotted. Practicing soccer skills is just as important as game play.






Tips for Your First Practice on April 4th  
· Name Tags
· Shirt Distribution
· Parent Meeting (see parent meeting outline form in coaches’ packet)
· Hand out game schedules to each parent
· Create a snack schedule with parents
· Ice Breaker with kids
· Staff will be on site to offer assistance and answer questions

Game Time Specifics
· Parents are not allowed on the field. Please remind them to stay on the sidelines. 
· Pick a parent to be the “referee”. 
· Pick five kids to start the game, no goalkeeper.
· For 3/4 Division, we encourage you to remain on the field with the kids as the game is being played. Help them figure out what to do.
· For 5/6 Division, we recommend after the first week or two, coaches stay off the field and coach from the sideline.
· You are always welcome to step on the field if/when needed
· Halftime is approximately 2 minutes.
